WHEREAS, a carefully crafted restoration plan was developed, reviewed, and authorized by the State of New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection (NJDEP); and


WHEREAS, the plan is on file with the Township of Mt. Olive; and 

WHEREAS, The Land Conservancy of New Jersey is working carefully with State, County and Local governments to complete the goals, requirements and timelines of the plan; and 


WHEREAS, some leeway from local ordinances must be given to accomplish the goals of the restoration plan and to comply with the agreement with NJDEP and Soil Conservation; and

WHEREAS, the Township wishes the project to proceed in a timely manner to meet the schedule set forth by NJDEP concerning the height of the fences, removal of deer from the  fenced enclosure, and possibly some other minor issues.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Council of the Township of Mount Olive, in the County of Morris, State of New Jersey, that it does hereby authorize the business administrator or municipal engineer to review and approve any other items that may arise to complete the restoration plan.
